What should parents teach and
encourage according to this Psalm?

Saturday In James 1:2-8, we are encouraged to ask God for wisdom
and seek His will — how is this related to schooling choices?

Sunday Read the account of Daniel in Daniel 1:3-21. What lessons
can we learn about God and ones which speak to schooling?
